DEPOSITS AND PAYMENTS
• Deposit: $100 per session. ($20 for Before care and

Balances will be
automatically charged to the credit card authorized in your
Amilia account on the dates above. Declined deposits/
payments will be considered a cancellation if not resolved
within two weeks.

• Waitlist: A deposit is not required to be placed on a waitlist.

CHANGES OR CANCELLATIONS 
• If you request a refund or credit between March 1 and
